Provide a detailed description of the proposed project:

This assessment project will pull together regional stakeholders to collaboratively develop a strategic
approach to habitat restoration in the Lower South Fork Toutle River. The Lower Columbia Salmon
Recovery 6-year Habitat Work Schedule and Lead Entity Habitat Strategy (LCFRB 2010) suggests that
a variety of restoration and protection actions would provide multi-species benefits for the populations
present in Lower South Fork Toutle, but do not identify specific projects for implementation. This
assessment will fill that data gap and establish protection and restoration goals that are agreed upon
and supported by the Toutle River Work Group.

The LCFRB will complete technical memoranda including information on limiting factors, scientific and
habitat data, the biological vision developed by the work group, development of project siting and
prioritization methodology, screening matrix, and the project evaluation process. The LCFRB will
compile a comprehensive, prioritized project list resulting from collected data and group process
including 8-10 scoping summaries developed for high priority projects as agreed upon by the work
group. This project list and project plans will direct project sponsors’ future restoration and conservation
work in the basin toward the highest benefit projects. This assessment targets stream reaches that
support three Primary populations (winter steelhead, fall Chinook, and coho).

Describe existing project site conditions.

The current land use in the project area is dominated by rural residential and industrial timber lands.
Prior to the 1980 eruption of Mt. St. Helens, the South Fork Toutle was an important producer of coho,
steelhead, and fall Chinook. After the eruption, sediment loads increased dramatically, stream channel
stability and habitat complexity decreased, and fish populations plumeted. The relative importance of
the South Fork in the larger Toutle subbasin, though, has increased because of the chronic problems
facing the North Fork, including high sediment loads and efforts by the US Army Corps of Engineers
and others to control downstream sediment deposition.
