2015 SAW Question & Answer Log
1. Question: Will we be able to access a copy of this webinar for later use?
Answer: Yes - the webinar will be recorded and posted to the RCO website in a few weeks. The slide show without audio will be posted sooner. An e-mail notice with links will go out to all webinar attendees.
2. Question: Is there a project time frame on when we will be receiving the project agreement?  We are anxiously awaiting our agreement so we can begin construction while the weather is nice.

Answer: We hope to start writing agreements for most projects the week of August 17. For projects funded with RCO Recreation Grants monies, it may be a few weeks after that.
3. Question:  Where do I find info on the income and income use policy?
Answer: There is language in the standard terms and conditions that will be attached to the project agreement. In the meantime, see Section 25 of the sample agreement on our website: http://www.rco.wa.gov/documents/manuals&forms/SampleProjAgreement.pdf.  

4. Question:  Pre-Agreement materials. When will we receive the see materials? 
Answer: Your Grant Manager will be in touch - for most projects, the last item we need are your proposed milestones.

5. Question: Will we be getting a copy of this PowerPoint by chance?

6. Question:  If construction work begins before the July 31st next year, but continues through the summer should you use the 2015 IBC Guidelines?
Answer: In that case you could use the current 2012 International Building Code (IBC) guidelines, but would be a best practice to use the current 2015 IBC guidelines now that they are published. The effective date of the 2015 guidelines is July 1, 2016. And the trigger is the date your building permit is issued. If issued on or after July 1, 2106, you must use the new 2016 guidelines. If before, you may use either.
7. Question:  In the RCO agreement, does it specify the conditions as far as grant reimbursements, how often, ex. monthly, etc? Do you need all back up for the reimbursement posted into PRISM at time of submittal? 

Answer: You may submit a reimbursement request as often as needed, but we want at least one bill per year at a minimum. You do not need to include back up documentation with each billing unless we ask for it - which we do randomly.

8. Question: At what point can we start incurring pre-acquisition costs (e.g. appraisal, title commitment, etc)? 

Answer: These are eligible pre-agreement costs, so at any time. See Manual 3.
